PCSing With Pets
(Outside the EU)
Step 1 – OBTAIN REQUIREMENT/RESTRICTION INFORMATION

Contact your airline and ask about any requirements/restrictions your airline has regarding transporting your pet (i.e. weather restrictions, kennel requirements, breed restrictions, etc)

Contact your Gaining Base Veterinary Clinic and ask about any quarantine or blood test requirements for your new location. **Many islands require lengthy quarantines or FAVN Blood Tests as much as 6 months in advance of your pet’s arrival. Contact the Aviano Veterinary Clinic ASAP in these cases**
Step 2 – OBTAIN A HEALTH CERTIFICATE

Call the Aviano Veterinary Clinic with your flight date.  
Confirm that your pet has all required vaccinations and a microchip.  A separate appointment will be required to update vaccinations or place a microchip, so be sure to plan ahead.
Make an appointment to bring your pet(s) in for a Health Certificate within 10 days of flight. 
**Your pet must be present at this appointment**
From the Health Certificate you will take the following:

4 copies Health Certificate


2 copies Acclimation Certificate

Step 3 – OBTAIN AN ITALIAN EXPORT DOCUMENT

Go to the Aviano Post Office and pay €10.20 for each pet traveling with you (do this before visiting Dr. Carnivale).  **This receipt is good for 30 days**
Fill out the receipt exactly as shown below.

Take the receipt, your pet’s chart, and all above paperwork to Dr. Carnivale in Aviano (see map on reverse) on either Tuesdays 8:15 – 9:15 or Thursdays 11:30 – 12:00 to obtain the Export Document.  **Your pet does not need to be present at this appointment**
